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Homes & Communities Agency Signs – Castor and Ailsworth

Castor Parish Council (CPC), in conjunction with Ailsworth Parish Council (APC), is in the process of working to reduce the signs that have recently been erected by the Homes & Communities Agency in the fields and on the footpaths in and around Castor and Ailsworth.
CPC and APC have counted 120 double sided metal signs in the land around the villages and on the approaches to Castor Hanglands.  Several of these signs are within the village Conservation areas.  They were erected without consultation during the last week of October and early November 2009.
CPC and APC are campaigning for the removal on the grounds that the signage is excessive, out of keeping in a rural area, questions the need for the signage and questions the cost of the project.

Commenting on the signs, John Judge, Ailsworth resident and parish councillor said, “I am appalled by the sheer number of signs in the area and the detrimental impact they have on the rural scene.  No other landowner in the area feels the need to advertise their ownership of land in this way.”

Castor Parish Council Chairman, John Taylor, commented “Castor Parish Council will campaign strongly to get the signage reduced.  The signs are clearly inappropriate, excessive in number and not in keeping.  I am alarmed that a government body feels able to spend so much money on signs during a recession.”
CPC and APC are working closely with enforcement officers at Peterborough City Council to address the matter, after receiving many complaints from concerned residents.

CPC and APC urge local residents to voice their concerns to their MP, local councillors, Peterborough City Council, local press and to the Homes & Communities Agency.
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
